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You can celebrate indoors without a mask with other fully vaccinated people. Wash your  
hands often.

Clean frequently 
touched surfaces.

Continue to  
wear a mask 
in public.

You can also gather indoors with unvaccinated people from one other household 
without wearing a mask, unless anyone in the household is at increased risk for 
severe illness from COVID-19. For example, fully vaccinated grandparents may safely 
visit (and hug!) unvaccinated children or grandchildren indoors as long as no one in 
the household is at increased risk of severe COVID-19 outcomes.
